Moselgkken er et af de fa granitbrud pa Nordbornholm, hvor der
fortsat lejlighedsvis arbejdes. Granitten her er af hgj kvalitet og
spraekkefri. Bruddet har derfor leveret granit til mange monu-
menter rundt om i Danmark og til kilometervis af kantsten og
brostensbelagning. Der er stadig brydningsret, og det er isaer
granitblokke ftil videre forarbejdning der brydes.

Moselpkken Stenbrudsmuseum er indrettet i den lille forvalter-
bolig, "Moselgkkehus”, der er bygget af granitsorter fra hele gen.

Moselgkken is one of the still (occasionally) active granite quarries in North Bornholm.
Moselgkken granite is high quality and free of cracks. This also explains why the quarry
has delivered granite for many monuments at various locations in Denmark and for
miles of kerbstones and cobbles. Quarrying at Moselgkken is still permitted, and large
granite blocks for further processing are the principal object of these operations.

The Moselgkken Quarry Museum is housed in a manager’s residence named “Moselgk-
kehus”. The house is built of types of granite from all over Bornholm, and the museum
exhibition presents a general description of Bornholm’s geological developments with
samples of the different types of granite. There are also examples of granite works,

old quarrying tools and an original carving shed on display. A poster exhibit presents
the history of the quarrying industry and tells what it was like to work in a quarry. The
museum also features a model of a stonemason’s residence from Langelinie in Sandvig
as it looked around 1910. A well-preserved blacksmith’s foundry, a drop-hammer, and a
quarry crane are found on the museum grounds.
